Legal Framework
· Maintain a safe environment at all times
· COSH adhered to
· Follow public health guidance
· Maintain safe working practices
· Exit routes clear at all times
· Report any unsafe working practices to ensure immediate response by management 
· Regularly check all room for hazards
· Fire detection equipment
· No smoking
· All staff responsible for Health and Safety
· Risk assessments to be conducted for all areas

Nuts
· Nut free premises
· All food checked when purchased
· Parents told not to pack nuts in packed lunches
· Celebration cakes from parents store bought only

Visits and outings
· Pre check visit
· Risk assessment
· Double staff ratio

Adverse weather conditions
· Flood- follow critical incident procedure
· Snow or server weather- Manage/Director will make the decision to close the nursery
· In the event of staff shortages due to weather all off duty staff will be called and children grouped together.
· If unable to maintain statutory ratio requirements and all avenues explored  OFSED will be contacted to inform them for the issue. If we feel safety, health or wellbeing of children is compromised the decision to close will be made.


Infection control
· Educate children on hygiene
· Clean and sterilise potties
· Nursery manager retains the right of refusal of all children, parents, staff and visitors who deemed contagious and may impact on welfare of the rest of the nursery.
· Rooms deep cleaned periodically

Accidents and first aid
· Report and fill in accident form for all accidents
· Review accident forms weekly
· Accident file kept for 21 years and 3 months
· If medical attention required follow insurance procedures
· Report any accidents of a serious nature to Ofsted

Transporting children to hospital
· Ambulance ONLY
· Contact parents once ambulance has been called
· Redeploy staff if necessary
· Appropriate member of staff to accompany child to hospital

First aid
· Boxes accessible at all times
· Appointed person checks contents regularly
· Taken on all outings

PPE
· Nursery Provides all PPE

Needle puncture and sharp injury
· Take great care in disposal of this type of material
· If a needle is found contact local authority

Critical incident
· See critical incident procedure

Lost Child
· Must be released into the care of a designated adult.
· If abduction or potential obduction call police immediately 

Bomb threat 
· If over the phone, person taking call record any details given and raise alarm with the police

No smoking
· Not on nursery premises
· Uniform is to be removed or covered
· This includes vaping
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
